Lot 31 is the large far lot at the end of Watertown Drive,
a long block away from Van Housen Extension, the build-
ing where the SOAR office (and campus security) is locat-
ed. Coming from downtown on Pierrepont Avenue, turn left
into campus on Gouverneur Drive (just past the last block of
buildings), then turn right onto Watertown Drive; lot 31 is
straight ahead after that.

Walking? If you intend to walk to Barrington Student
Union, park in lots 20 or 22, closer to Van Housen Ext. After
turning right onto Watertown Drive: lot 20 is on the right; lot
22 is on the left. Walk past Van Housen Hall and turn right
onto the walkway that leads to the side door of Barrington
Student Union. Once inside, take the stairs (or nearby eleva-
tor just past the “Men’s” room on the left) to the second floor.
Proceed to the other back corner to the Multi-Purpose Room
(its windows face out from the back of the building).

ELEVATOR, STAIRS, RESTROOMS
From the front entrance to Barrington Student Union, go to
the second floor by taking the staircase (stay right), or the
elevator (around the corner on the right, in the alcove near
the door to the men s room). Restrooms are near the elevator
downstairs as well as upstairs.
